Chief Financial Officers Act of 1990





Provide for the production of complete, reliable, timely and consistent financial information for use by the executive branch of the Government and the Congress in the financing, management, and evaluation of Federal programs.





Why GTAS?


GTAS (Governmentwide Treasury Account Symbol Adjusted Trial Balance System) streamlines the central reporting requirements for federal agencies, integrates agency budgetary and proprietary reporting, makes the U.S. Standard General Ledger (USSGL) more user-friendly and accessible, and improves consistency of all federal financial reporting.





GTAS will replace four current stove-pipe applications that collect and report ATB data: Federal Agencies Centralized Trial-balance System I (FACTS I), Federal Agencies Centralized Trial-balance System II (FACTS II), Intragovernmental Fiduciary Confirmation System (IFCS), and Intragovernmental Reporting and Analysis System (IRAS).  This consolidation of systems will facilitate data consistency checks, save FMS significant maintenance costs and reduce agency reporting requirements.





Today’s Problems


FMS has been preparing the Financial Report of the U.S. Government (FR) since 1997; however, the following issues remain unresolved:





GAO has issued 13 disclaimers on the FR.


FMS makes adjustments of $1trillion each year to “fix” agency data


Reporting is too high level to conduct effective data analysis.


Agency financial statements contain summary information that is often inconsistent with monthly SF 224 reports.


Agency reporting on warrants and non-expenditure transfers often differs from FMS central accounting records.


Budgetary and proprietary reporting is inconsistent.


Agency financial statement reporting is frequently not compliant with USSGL guidance.

GTAS will collect USSGL-based trial balances for every Treasury Account Symbol QUARTERLY!





GTAS will edit incoming trial balances against USSGL rules and central accounting data





GTAS will give agencies instant and actionable feedback to ensure data integrity and help to improve agency accounting





GTAS will be open 24x7 so that agencies can validate a trial balance for any period against updated accounting edits and validations





GTAS will reduce the agency’s FMS reporting requirements at year-end by consolidating current systems (FACTS I, FACTS II, IFCS, IRAS)





GTAS will provide daily FBWT and transaction data for agency use





GTAS is bulk file only …. No on-line data entry!

Bulk File Highlights





GTAS is CGAC compliant, which means every user should review the impact to the TAS (for example, agency identifier is now 3 digits, and Beginning/Ending POA is four digits).


Apportionment Category B Text and Program Report Category Text are no longer required on the bulk file.  Agencies will create any programs not already provided by OMB in a separate module in GTAS.


Advance Flag is no longer a USSGL attribute … the domain values have been added to the current Authority Type attribute


Expiration Flag attribute (SF 133) is now the TAS Status Transitioning Flag attribute


Transaction Partner (FACTS II) and Federal Non-Federal Indicator (FACTS I) have been merged into one attribute:  FEDERAL NON-FEDERAL INDICATOR!  Domain values are:  Federal (F), Non-Federal (N), and Non-Federal Exception (E).


There are two new attributes on the bulk file that are not currently reported anywhere today:  Program Cost Indicator and Budgetary Impact Indicator.  


GTAS will produce a variety of reports from bulk file data, including Reclassification Statements, A-136 statements, SF-133, FMS 2108, and SBR.


USSGL is six digits!  Zeros are being added to the end of the current number.
